ISR Systems Engineers design and implement the integration and 
management of ISR platforms, intelligence datasets, and intelligence 
networks as members of the signals intelligence and all-source 
intelligence production chains. These duties include but are not 
limited to sensor integration, ensuring dataflow between intelligence 
systems, sensitive compartmented information communications, 
maintain data standardization, enterprise support and services, 
network and data redundancy, and disaster recovery. Marines 
assigned this MOS receive training in computer hardware 
fundamentals, operating systems, information assurance, database 
and data flow management, radio frequency theory, satellite 
communications, networking, system integration, network, and data 
science philosophies.

Must be a U.S. citizen. 

Must possess a CL score of 110 or EL score of 110 or GT score of 100 or higher. 

Must successfully complete a counter-intelligence scope polygraph examination. 

Security requirement: must meet sensitive compartmented information (SCI) eligibility guidelines 
based on a single scope background investigation/T5 investigation.
